IMPORTANT – Book Order Forms 

Due to an unexpected change to Abeka’s ordering deadlines, we are asking that all Book Order Forms be 
turned in for every student planning to attend ECS next year no later than the last day of school, Friday, 
May 21. Please note that the 10% discount for ECS families is still valid through June 1. That means that 
forms must be turned in by 5/21, and payments for the 10% discount must be turned in by 6/1. Payments 
made after 6/1 must be for the full amount.
